EAST SUBFAM LY [of South Bird's Head Fam |ly] Qur data shows
that there are probably three distinct | anguages - Kokoda,
Kenberano and Donmbano. Kokoda has three dialects. However
Voor hoeve (forthcom ng) considers this [East] subfamly as one
| anguage with 5 dialects. He calls it Arandai. He has al so used
different nanmes; for Kenberano he has used Wari agar (the nane of
a village and river); for Donbano he has used Sebyar (a river
nanme). He has al so conbi ned Negri Besar and Kasuweri and used
the latter to name it. However on the basis of our data there
are at least two distinct |anguages and probably three. W have
used the nanmes that the people use for their |anguage thereby
repl aci ng Arandai .

KEMBERANO. The Kenberano | anguage has nore than 1, 400

speakers. It has previously been called Arandai, but the nane
Kenberano has been consistently recorded by three independent
researchers (de Jong 1956, Wal ker 1978 and the present research).

It is interesting to note that the de Jong word |list conmes from
t he Bonberai peninsula adjacent to Kalitam . The |anguage in
that area was previously known as Barau, but it is clearly the
sane | anguage as is spoken at Kalitam. H s list of 68 words is
nore than 85% cognate with ours from Kalitam.
