A Research was conducted to study the habitat of  Livistonia papuana Becc in Eastern Part of Yapen Island. The result on the study that indicates Livistonia papuana Becc grow on brown earth soil with texture clay loam pH and with low organic material. Based on the research, Livistona papuana Becc. occur on brown earth soil with texture of dusky clay and soil stucture granule to gravel content with low resistence. Soil pH acid with on average of low organic material (1,495 %), low N-Total (0,14705 %), high P-Availability (32,0425) ppm) and high K-Total (67,0925 mg/100gr). This palm is semi tolerant plant for the shad of 85 %. Mostly grow along dead river banks with the altitude 30-150 m above sea level, and tofography flat to shope and papuana was found on the average temperature of 27.4 0 C  duringg the day with humidity 78 %..
